Corporate versus NGO Governance Practice
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Peter McClure has been Chairman of World Vision New Zealand for the past two and a half years and on the board for six years.
World Vision is New Zealand’s largest charity by a substantial margin. Their income in the last financial year was $61million which has been steadily increasing over the last 5 years, allowing them to invest in projects throughout 14 countries. World Vision is the largest NGO in the world with approximately $3billion US revenue. World Vision also works closely with the United Nations and distributes food under the United Nations World Food Programme.
Peter is also the Managing Director of Fonterra Brands NZ Limited, and was formerly Chief Executive of New Zealand Dairy Foods Limited (one of the legacy companies), a position he has held through various ownerships since 1995. Peter’s past Director positions have been with Moller Textiles and the past 15 years has been on the New Zealand Food and Grocery Council where he has been Chairman for the past two years.
Peter will discuss the structure and governance of World Vision, and how World Vision New Zealand fits within the international Federation model. He will draw contrasts between his role in management for a corporate organisation to his role as Chairman for a large charity organisation within an international structure, and whether there are differences in governance practices within the two ‘worlds’.
